AUGMENTATION OF 2003/04 GRANTS
OR-605 — Imperial County Sheriff OHV Law Enforcement 04

OR-2-S22 - USFS Regional Coordinator 2003/04

TABLED GRANT

OR-2-E-64 - USFS Eldorado Law Enforcement (Summer) 04

Chair Spitler asked for staff recommendation.

Mr. Jones informed the Commission that there was rescope funds available from
several Forest Service grants and suggested that $37,000 be granted to OR-2-E-
64 from Forest Service rescope.

Chair Spitler suggested the rescope money come from OR-2-LP-64.
Commissioner Thomas moved and Commissioner Waldheim seconded the
motion to see if there was more rescope money available, such as from county

money.

Staff informed the Commission that county money couldn’t be rescoped to the
Forest Service and vice versa.

Commissioner Thomas and Commissioner Waldheim withdrew their motion.
Commissioner Thomas moved and Commissioner Prizmich seconded the motion

to approve OR-2-E-64 in the amount of $37,000 to be rescoped from OR-2-LP-
84.
