Equipment Use Expenses — “Other-Volunteer Equipment (Trailers) — Applicant
must provide additional information about this line item.

Applicant must identify the acronym “RWQCB”.

Evaluation Criteria

#4 — Narrative does not support “Conference call(s)...”. — Applicant must identify
the interested parties. An entity may not be both an interested party and a
stakeholder. Additionally, applicant must identify the date of the “Conference
call(s)...”. Conference call(s) must be a separate meeting than the meeting(s)
with the stakeholders.

#4 — Narrative does not support “Meetings with stakeholders”. Applicant must
identify the stakeholders. Additionally, applicant must identify the date of the
“Publicly noticed meeting(s)...”.

#5 — Applicant must identify the specific project activities each partner
organization will perform in the project, listing the project activities separately for
each partner organization. Additionally, the applicant may not name itself as a
partner.

#6 — “Site design precludes the need for the above measures” is not an
appropriate selection for this project.
