Harold Soens, SDORC, spoke on the issue of more trail maintenance.

Rick Fisher, CORVA, gave his concerns regarding better signage of the Rubicon
Trail.

Bryon Kahr, California Wilderness Coalition, gave his support on more
enforcement and restoration grants.

Kim Floyd, Sierra Club (Mojave Group), expressed concern about more trespass
enforcement.

Janette Player, AMA D-37, expressed concern about the state audit that will
review how the Department of Parks and Recreation spends fees collected from
off-road vehicle enthusiasts.

Dave Oakleaf, AMA D-37, also was concerned about the state audit and how it
will affect the off-road vehicle program. Also stated his concerns that there
seems to be no end of money going to law enforcement in local areas with no
OHV areas.
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Drew Greenwelt, Friends of Juniper Flats, expressed an appeal for grants for
addressing OHV non-compliance or lack of law enforcement in the Juniper Flats
area.

Edwin Phillips, Americans for Forest Access, spoke about problems with law
enforcement in the desert.

Craig Deutsck, Los Angeles, brought to the attention of the Commission the need
for better OHV compliance in Kelso Valley.

John Stewart, CAAWDC, addressed the concern for better trail maintenance.

Tom Tammone, CORVA, requested a better balance in funding law enforcement
and O&M.

C. J. Stewart, Cleveland NF, felt more funding was needed for education/public
outreach. It is the public’s OHV dollars and there should be more transparency,
efficiency, and accountability.

Rich Farrington, USFS CA State Office, gave an overview of US Forest Service’'s
positions on the issues brought forth under Public Comment.

Deputy Director Greene indicated she wanted to take a few moments to address
the Commission and the public. She was especially concerned about the tension

between the motorized and non-motorized community. She encouraged
everyone to make an extra effort for collaboration and communication.
