The Lifeguard Training Program is 8 days / 80+ hours 
  Ocean Session I:   Saturdays/Sundays: May 10/11, 17/18, 24/25, May 31/June 1 
      Ocean Session II:  Tuesday, June 10 – Tuesday, June 17 
      Ocean Session III: Friday, June 20 – Friday, June 27 

TO QUALIFY:  Picture I.D. is REQUIRED on the day of the swim test.  All minors shall have 
a parent or guardian PRESENT on the day of the swim test for swim test waiver signature.  
All applicants are required to complete the following: 
1.) You must pass a COMPETITIVE swimming test at a listed location consisting of the following: 

 1,000 yard open water swim.  Time limit of 20 minutes. 
 A continuous 200 yard run, 400 yard swim, 200 yard run. Time limit of 10 minutes. 

2.) Qualification appraisal interview. 
3.) Successful completion of the California State Park Lifeguard Training Program. 

4.) Successful completion of Field Training Program. 

 In accordance with Government Code 19063-19063.8, any person admitted to the interview and who is receiving  
public assistance under the CalWorks Program shall be given priority consideration.
