Oceano Dunes is a fun place to camp, ride, swim, walk along the beach, hike 
amongst the sand dunes and to discover the many critters who call the dunes 
their home, including the Western Snowy Plover and California Least Tern! 

 
What Will You Find? 
 
Vegetated Islands! These are small fenced off areas that allow native plants to 
grow such as coyote bush, mock heather, beach evening primrose, silver lupine, 
rattle reed and purple sand verbena.  
 
Wildlife! These vegetated islands are also home to lots of animals such as the 
alligator lizard, kangaroo rats, coyotes, raccoons, hawks, mice, garter snakes, 
stink bugs and more! 
 
Those who lived here before us!  
The Chumash Indians have been calling the Dunes of Oceano home for as far 
back as 10,000 years! They built huts out of tule, hunted for fish, clams, small  
animals and even grizzly and black bears! 
 

So remember while riding and discovering, to ride safe!  
Know the rules of the park and know what to do in an emergency. 
Help us protect the many resources and your riding opportunities.
