Applicant did not identify the specific Applicant initiated educational events provided to the public (vs. an event put on by another organization on Applicant's lands). Points for ATV ASI and/or Motorcycle Safety Foundation is provided in question 11d. Deduct 1 point.
· #11d – Applicant did not address the Division Comment. Applicant did not expand upon BLM ATV/UTV safety training and certification, and this type of training provided by others on BLM Land is not valid. Deduct 1 point.

· #4 – Narrative does not support selections of "Educational Signage", "Identifying Alternative OHV routes", and "Incorporation of BMPs". Applicant did not explain how these would be used on the Project, nor were they included in the Project Deliverables. Deduct 6 points.
· #8 – Narrative does not support California Conservation Corps as a partner as they are paid by this Grant. No points changed as still 4 valid partners.
· #11 – Project does not support selection. No active restoration is being completed on the Project, only fencing and eradicating non-native species. Deduct 3 points.
