· #4 – If awarded, Applicant must remove deliverable. These are not eligible under this Project.

· Staff #2 "Website Developer" – Position is not eligible for this Project. Deduct $2,730 Grant.

· Staff #4 "Safety" – It is unclear how this position relates to this Project. Deduct $1,000 Grant and $1,800 match.
· Staff #5 "Youth Engagement" – It is unclear how this position relates to this Project. Deduct $1,000 Grant and $1,800 match.
· Staff #6 "Marketing" – Job duties as written are indirect. Move $1,680 to indirect match.
· Staff #7 "Staging Area Hosts" – Job duties (assisting with parking and cleaning) are Ground Ops related and not allowable as part of this Project. Reduce line item 50%. Deduct $3,300 from match.
· Staff #8 "Accounting" – Job duties as written are indirect. Move $1,500 to indirect match.
· Materials & Supplies #2 "Volunteer Uniforms" – Line item is an indirect cost. Move $675 to indirect match.
· Materials / Supplies #3  "Banners" – Applicant changed item without Division or public comment. Deduct $558 Grant.
· Materials / Supplies #4 "Popup" – Applicant changed item without Division or public comment. Deduct $775 Grant.
· Materials & Supplies #5 "Fuel" – Per 2019 Grants and Cooperative Agreements Program Regulations, the Department is no longer funding vehicle fuel. Line item is removed. Deduct $1,000 match.
· Indirect – Applicant has now exceeded the 15% maximum allowable. Division moved $3,855 to Indirect. Of that, deduct $3,026 Indirect match.

·  #9 – Narrative does not support the selection. Publishing events does not count as the actual education of the Project. Selection should be based on those that will actually attend events. Deduct 4 points.
· #10 – Due to removal of all methods of education, selection is not justified. Deduct 2 points.
